Item 4 Update on Police Department (Tony Tinderholt)
A couple times a year Tier I reports on the workings of our combined agreement. Mr. Tinderholt
said that everything that was entered into as a pilot program has been very successful. Tier Iis in
the process of buying all the combined city officers that work as school officers a car to take home.
each car will have the City of Oak Ridge logo. Right now the city has 8 working the schools and
they will give the city about 20 hours a week during the school term. We will be represented by the
Chief, 2 Assistant Chiefs, 2 Reserve Officers making a total of 13. We will have about 40 to 50
hours a week patrolling the city. Tier I tries to hire security guards at schools supervised by one
officer, but some school districts only want officers.
